Two-day International Webinar on
“Buddhism in Russia”

(March 14 & 15, 2022)
Concept Note

India and Russia share deep and strong cultural relations since the early historic period. The earliest material
remains unearthed from the archaeological sites such as Pazyryk indicate that the nomads inhabiting the area
conducted trading activities with India in as early as 4th-3rd century BCE. The periphery of Russia was even
connected with the famous Silk Route in the pre-modern period that connected the societies of the East and
the West, which helped in spreading the ideas, cultures and religions. The travelers, merchants and spiritual
masters travelling through these trade routes touched millions of minds and disseminated Indic believes and
ideas.

Historical as well as literary records maintain that India and her rich literature, languages, philosophy, social
customs and values have always been a fascinating subject of study in Russia. Many specialized institutions,
departments, and chairs were established there for the intensive study of Buddhism and Indian philosophy.
Many leading scholars like V. P. Vailev, I. P. Minaev, F. I. Stcherbatsky, and N. D. Mironev have made remarkable
contributions in the field of Buddhism and its various domains. The relationship between India and Russia,
thus, has transcended the timeline of political and economic relations and has connected ordinary people
through spirituality and divinity.

Buddhism being a strong force of cultural ties made its appearance in Russia in around 16th-17th century. It
reached from India to Russia via Central Asia, Tibet, China and Mongolia. The Buddhist heritage of Russia
embodies the academic, intellectual and spiritual system of India as is clearly visible in the linguistic affinities
of Indo-Russian languages. Buddhists in Russia today, constitute a small percentage of the total population.
About 1.5 million people in the country, mainly in Buryat, Tuva, and Kalmykia, follow Buddhism. Russian
people have been following different Buddhist schools. The roots of Buddhism in Russia are deep and
intricate. Buddhism remained integral to the Russian civilization since last 400 yeats.

Indira Gandhi National Centre for the Arts (IGNCA), an institution affiliated tothe Ministry of Culture, through
its Central Asia Programme embraces Russia in a larger context. IGNCA holds seminars at regular intervals on
various themes of inter-cultural dialogue and relations among Central Asian countries. At IGNCA, a
collaborative effort has been undertaken to revitalize the Silk Route and the cross fertilization of ideas, goods,
patterns of arts. IGNCA aims to work together with Central Asian countries and Russia to prepare an oral and
peoples’ history of relationship built on audio- visual, ethno-archaeological and intangible memories.

With this vision, IGNCA is organizing a two-day International Webinar entitled “Buddhism in Russia” in which
the leading academicians, scholars, research students would be invited to discuss and understand the
spiritual relationship between India and Russia, history of development of Buddhism, salient features of
Buddhist philosophy, Buddhist art, festivals, and nature-worship in Russia.

The two-day webinar sweeps over the major themes as below-

- Historiography of Buddhism in Russia

- Ancient Buddhist connection with India and Russia

- Buddhist monasteries and schools in Russia

- Prominent Russian Buddhist masters and Buddhist Scholars: their contributions in spreading Buddhism
 Present scenario of Buddhist Community

- Role of cultural and academic institutions in strengthening
