It aims to ensure nutrition for the most vulnerable
sections of the society - a key priority of the Government.

Skill Mapping of Returning Indians

With the aim of making the best of skilled Indians returning to
India amid the ongoing pandemic, the Government has
launched a new initiative -

to conduct

a skill mapping exercise of the returning citizens under the
Vande Bharat Mission.

The joint initiative of the Ministry of Skill Development
& Entrepreneurship, the Ministry of Civil Aviation, and
the Ministry of External Affairs aims to create a
database of qualified citizens

Based on skill sets and experience, the database will
be utilised to fulfill the needs of employers in India;
MSDE’s unit National Skill Development Corp
(NSDC) is implementing the project.

The collected information will be shared with
companies for suitable placement opportunities in the
country. The returning citizens are required to fill up
an online SWADES Skills Card.

Assistance from PM CARES Fund

The Prime Minister’s Citizen Assistance and Relief in Emergency Situations (PM CARES)

Fund has allocated US$409 million towards fighting the Coronavirus (COVID-19)
pandemic.

ventilators, manufactured under the Made in India program

e USEI32 million will be used to support the welfare of migrant labourers and
poorer segments of the population with provision of essential resources

e USSEL3 million which will go towards R&D of a COVID-19 vaccine, supporting
the efforts of Indian academia, startups, and healthcare industry

The Prime Minister on June 30 said that in the coming times, the Government will
continue to take further steps to empower the poor and the needy. Economic activities will
also be enhanced, with due precautions in place. He also reiterated the pledge to work
towards building Aatmanirbhar Bharat (self-reliant India) while calling on the citizens
to show their support for locally-made products.
